Financial Update  

General Budget Receipts  

We are thankful for the large number of 

members who consistently tithe their 

income to Lakewood. God is glorified 

and the church is able to properly carry 

forth its assigned mission when we obey 

God in this vital area of discipleship. 

Although monthly receipts are 

consistently close to our stated 

objectives, the church checking account 

balance continues to remain at a critical 

level. Last summer, when we met at 

Central School during the renovation 

process, our budget receipts were far 

less than our weekly requirementsé 

and nearly 5 months later, we have still 

not been able to make up for the loss. 

All members are strongly urged to 

please do what they can to help! 

Together, letõs give generously so that 

our church checking account balance 

can move from a òcriticaló to a 

òhealthyó state.  

Worship Center Renovations  

Special appreciation is to be expressed 

to a large number of Lakewood 

members who are giving on a weekly/

monthly basis (above the tithe) to pay 

for the recent renovations. The total 

amount of the project is approximately 

$200,000.00 and thus far (through 

November) about $73,000.00 has been 

received.  

Our goal is to completely pay-off this 

debt during 2009! All members are 

encouraged to give a weekly/monthly 

offering to help reduce this debt; just 

mark the line item on your envelope 

Worship Center Renovation. Members are 

also encouraged to please temporarily, 

redirect all Family Activity Center gifts

Thank you church for allowing Samaritanõs Purse, a ministry of Franklin Graham, to use Lakewood again as a 

Collection Center for Operation Christmas Child shoeboxes. We collected 360 shoeboxes from Lakewood, 

The Lakewood Child Development Center and Veritas Academy. Three other relay centers delivered their 

shoeboxes to us, which means that we handled 9,865 shoeboxes in all. Each box represents a child who will 

receive the story of Jesus along with their gift. We may not go in person, but YOU are on your way to a poorer country 

and a needy child, by spending what you did on a small shoe box. 

I canõt name all the people who gave time and energy to help this year. Just know that everything you do for the Kingdom is 

written in His book, and I thank you so very much.
